1. How does this align with USF System and State University System strategic goals (with particular focus on BOG’s “areas of strategic emphasis”)?
The proposed Certificate in Pathology is well aligned with the strategic goals of USF and the BOG’s areas of strategic emphasis, particularly as that pertains to areas within education (Science Teacher CIP 13.1316), STEM (Biomedical Sciences CIP 26.0102; Biology and Biomedical Sciences other CIP 26.999) and Health (Health Sciences/Allied Health/Health Sciences CIP 51.0000; Medicine CIP 51.1201; Family Practice/Nursing CIP 51.3803, 51.3809)
2. What is the demonstrated need and demand? (in the context of statewide and regional enrollment/degree productivity, including USF institutions, SUS, and FSC), making compelling reasons for “necessary duplication,” if appropriate.
The Pathology certificate provides a high-quality “pre-professional” curriculum that will enhance and extend the academic development of future professionals. This certificate is designed to provide students with a solid foundation in pathology of diseases prior to continuing in a variety of healthcare-related professional or education programs by focusing on the structure and function of the human body, specific pathological conditions and clinical interrelationships. The program is founded on the premise that future clinicians, researchers, educators and healthcare professionals in the biomedical sciences will require extensive knowledge of pathology and disease processes in order to develop novel solutions to current health care problems.
Given that we will grant approximately 30 certificates in Anatomy in 2017 and with a growing enrollment to 50 students in the 2017/2018 academic year, the number of requests for certificates in Pathology is anticipated to be 50 in 2018. 
3. What is the potential impact of new degree programs and new program majors on existing programs in the USF System? (Including new concentrations, tracks, specializations, etc.- if there are any existing offers, please address impact)
There is no impact on new or existing programs with the proposed Certificate in Pathology. This concentration specializes in pathology course materials and, so, it is complementary to and feeds into the Medical Sciences Masters’ Concentration in Anatomy.
4. Are there adequacy of resources (faculty, space, equipment, graduate assistants, staff, library etc. – the leveraging of shared resources across and between institutions will be important). Programs will not be considered contingent upon legislative budget requests.
The resources for this concentration are adequate. Faculty teaching in this certificate are already teaching these existing courses as part of the requirements of the Masters’ in Medical Sciences, Concentration in Anatomy so there are no faculty overload, resource or space constraints. 
5. Quality assurance and commitment to any requisite accreditation.
As with all current certificates, the Certificate in Pathology will be reviewed every three years by the Morsani College of Medicine Committee on Graduate Medical Sciences Education and Graduate Affairs. The performance of each teaching faculty member will be reviewed annually by student evaluations provided online and anonymously at the end of each semester for courses taught during that semester. Lastly, we will complete SAS assessments in a timely manner.
